What has changed? Detail 

 

Changes to assessment 
(including changes to 
specimen papers) 

• A change has been made to Paper 1, Question 8 to include the word 
‘oxygen’. The question now reads as follows: What happens to an atom of 
a Group II element when it forms a compound with oxygen? 

• The notes for use in qualitative analysis in papers 3 and 4 have been 
updated.  

• The test for aqueous cations for chromium(III) in aqueous ammonia has 
been updated. The precipitate is green for this test. 

• The order of flame test results has been updated to be made consistent 
with syllabus information. 

• A typographical error has been corrected in question 4(b) of the specimen 
mark scheme for Paper 2.
